Celebrant is Bishop Wack 
 

The bishop, joined by the priests of the diocese, 
gather at the Cathedral to celebrate the Chrism 
Mass. This Mass shows unity of the priests with 
their bishop. The bishop will bless three oils - the 
Oil of Catechumens (used to anoint unbaptized 
candidates immediately before baptism), the Oil 
of the Infirm (used in the Sacrament of the 
Anointing of the Sick), and the Holy Chrism 
(used in the Sacraments of Baptism,              
Confirmation, and Holy Orders). Each parish   
receives these three oils, which will be used in 
the administration of the sacraments throughout 
the year. Our parish displays the oils in the     
ambry, which is located on the wall next to the 
Marian altar.

Mass.
